“The most fundamental reason to choose curiosity isn’t so that we can do better at school or 
at work. The true beauty of learning stuff, including apparently useless stuff, is that it takes us 
out of ourselves, reminds us that we are part of a far greater project, one that has been 
underway for at least as long as human beings have been talking to each other. “ 
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“[…]Life would be more straightforward if we knew what we needed to find out, if we were 
told at birth exactly what we need to know to be happy. But in a complex world, it’s impossible 
to know what might be useful in the future. It’s important, therefore, to spread our cognitive 
bets. Curious people take risks, try things out, allow themselves to become productively 
distracted. They know that something they learn by chance today may well come in useful 
tomorrow or spark a new way of thinking about an entirely different problem.”
